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Annual Status Report
August 31, 2022

Ninety-two percent of the freshmen awarded the Academic Excellence Scholarship (AES) in
2021 accepted the scholarship and used it to attend a Wisconsin post secondary institution.
The percentage of freshman who used their scholarship is more than that of last year. While
changes in legislation allowed more alternates to receive the scholarship, the required 3.8
grade point for unweighted schools meant other alternates were not eligible and fewer
scholarships were awarded. It may be assumed that the procedures for awarding the AES to
alternates have maximized the number of scholarships used, and that an average of 85% of
scholarships will be accepted by students in upcoming years.

In 2021-2022, 741 freshmen enrolled in a Wisconsin post-secondary institution. Total AES
funds going to these students were $812,299 with an average per freshman award of $1,086.

Six tables are attached, showing final figures for 2021-2022, along with preliminary data for
2022-2023.

e Tables I, II, and III present enrollment by sector (University of Wisconsin,
Wisconsin Technical Colleges, and Wisconsin Independent Colleges and
Universities.) These figures represent the students who received AES program
funds.
